as prescribed by the Statuteshe Ownemay appeal the order to City Council within 10 days of the date
of the order.The City Council shidear and render a decision in the appesthin a reasonable time. The

City Council may affirm, modify and affirm, or revoke the orttethe absence odin appeal, the order of

the inspector shall be finalf the owner fails to complwith an order issued by the Inspector or by City
Council declaring a structure unsafe, the City Council may adopt an ordinance causing the structure to be
demolished. Theraounts incurred by the City in connection witlie demolition shall be a lien against

the real property.

Chief Inspector Davis called the hearing to order at 11:00 a.m. and asked that all who wished to speak be
affirmed. He administered the oath.

Sworn in (affirmed) were: Robert Davis and John Alex Jones.

According to Mr. Alex Jones, the owrad record is Luvadie T. Prestwood who has passed away. The heir
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her health, so Mr. Alex Jones is representing his wife.

Chief Building Inspector RaftédDavis stated that a visual inspection of the exterior of the dwelling was
conducted by staff on January 7, 2020, and the structure was then posted as unsafe. Chief Inspector Davis
said that the dwelling is in a dangerous staad the current owner/h will be given sixty (60) days to
demolish the dwelling.

Chief Inspector Davis explained the demolition process including instructions concerning the
application/permit and the associated costs.

There being no further testimony, Chief Inspector Daeaid the following findings of fact:

1. Based upon a visual inspection of the exterior of the home conducted by staff on January 7, 2020,
it is evident that conditions exist which make the dwelling unsafe and unfit for human habitation.
2. The home is in violain of General Statute 166426 due to the following:
a. The structure constitutes a fire or safety hazard,;
b. The structure is dangerous to life, health, or property;
c. The structure is likely to cause or contribute to blight, disease, vagrancy, or danger to
children; and
d. The structure has a tendency to attract persons intent on criminal activities or other
activities which would constitute a public nuisance.
3. The home was posted on January 7, 2020, and must remain vacant.
4. A demolition permit must be obtainegrior to demolishing the dwelling.
5. The dwelling must be demolished within sixty (60) days.

Chief Inspector Davis advised those present of their right to appeal to the City Council within ten (10) days
of the date of the order in accordance with Northr@lana General Statutes.

There being no further testimony, Chief Inspector Davis closed the hearing at 11:30 a.m.
